 BOY SCOUT AQUATIC ADVANCEMENT PROGRAM

FOR WHOM: This program is open to troops by invitation, on a first to sign-up basis.  Class size will be limited to about 35 scouts, and not more than six from each troop.  Pre-requisite:  Ability to swim 50 yards (two pool lengths) using any swimming style without becoming totally exhausted.

CONTENT:  Tenderfoot, Second, and First Class water safety, swimming, and first aid requirements; Swimming Merit Badge; Life Saving Merit Badge; and First Aid Merit Badge.
WHEN:  Beginning January 13, 2012, sessions will be held each Friday evening from 7:00 to 9:00 PM. If a session is canceled for inclement weather or other reason, your troop's swimming program coordinator will contact you.  The course will be finished by May 18; it usually takes about 12 to 14 sessions, finishing in April. Participants should attend all sessions to complete the course (there is some, but not a lot of time for make-up.) Students must satisfactorily demonstrate skills to pass.  The First Aid merit badge class will be tentatively be held on Saturday, March 3, 8:00 AM - 4:30 PM.  Confirmation of the time and place to be announced later.

WHERE:  All sessions, except First Aid will be held at Monroe Middle School pool, 5105 Bedford Avenue.  Participants should arrive in time to be ready to swim at 7:00 PM; on nights when written tests are given they may arrive by 6:45.  Scouts are not to arrive before those times or without adult supervision.  Bring swimsuit and towel.  Leave watches and other valuables at home.  Plan to have drivers pick up promptly at 9:00 PM.

COST: The cost will be $10 per person.  Each participant may study Swimming, Life Saving, and First Aid merit badge pamphlets.  Troop leaders will be notified of any changes.

ADULT AND YOUTH ASSISTANTS: Each troop must provide at least one adult each session to help.  Those persons are responsible for the scouts from their troop.  We also ask those adults to assist in running the program. They will not need to get into the pool, but could be splashed.  They do not need to know these skills.  Qualified scouts such as those who have previously completed this program are welcome to assist.

RESPONSIBILITY:  Each troop must be insured.  The adults from each troop who brings the scouts to the sessions are responsible for their scouts at all times.  

PRE-REGISTRATION:  A representative from each troop should let me know as soon as possible the name, address, and telephone number of each participant, and adult and scout assistants.  More troops have been invited than can be accommodated.  Sign-up is first-come, first-served. Each participant must bring a permission slip signed by their parent or guardian on January 13.
