If the board of review does not approve the Scout’s advancement, the decision may be appealed in
accordance with Guide fo Advancement fopic 8.0.4.0.

If a Scout foresees that, due to no fault or choice of his own, he will be unable to complete the Eagle
Scout rank requirements before age 18, he may apply for a limited time extension in accordance
with Guide to Advancement fopic .0.4.0. Time extensions are rarely granted.

TAGE REQUIREMENT ELIGIBILITY

Merit badges, badges of rank, and Eagle Palms may be earned by a registered Boy Scout, Varsity
Scout, or qualified Venturer or Sea Scout. He may earn these awards until his 18th birthday. Any
Venturer or Sea Scout who has achieved the First Class rank as a Boy Scout in a froop or Varsity
Scout in a team may continue working up to his 18th birthday toward the Star, Life, and Eagle Scout
ranks and Eagle Palms.

An Eagle Scout board of review may occur, without special approval, within three months affer the
18th birthday. Local councils must preapprove those held three fo six months afterward. To initiate
approval, the candidate, his parent or guardian, the unit leader, or a unit committee member
aftaches to the application a statement explaining the delay. Consult the Guide fo Advancement,
topic 8.0.3.1, in the case where a boarc/oof review is to be conducted more than six months after
a candidate’s 18th birthday.
